On BOTH copies, place
category # and description at upper left corner. For poems over 1 page, put page number on upper left,
just below category designation. On second copy ONLY, add poet’s name, address, telephone number,
and e-mail address (if any) at upper right. Flat entry fee: $20.00 covers 1 to 6 poems. Check or money
order payable to NMSPS.
